Can You Hear Me
Now...?

Chain Saw Safety

Fall and winter can be the prime
time for chain saw operation.
Cutting wood for the stove and
fireplace, cleaning up after win-
ter storms. Nothing makes the
job easier than a good chain saw.

Been a while since you used
the saw? Yeah, its kind of like rid-
ing a bike, you don’t forget how
but your technique may be rusty.
While a tumble off the bike may
generate some scrapes and bruis-
es, even a nick with a chain saw is

How Do
We
Compare?

enever people receive a bill, espe-
cially for a utility service, it seems the
natural inclination is to compare it

with family, friends and neighbors. We
thought you might find it interesting to see
how Sussex REC compares to the utilities that
surround our service area.

As your cooperative, our objective is to pro-
vide the highest possible quality at the lowest
possible cost. The chart below shows our rates
are significantly lower than our neighboring
utilities in NJ and NY.

The calculations in the chart are based on
what utilities term “winter rates”. This simply
means their rates are lower for October — May
than during the warm months when demand
for power is higher. Our energy rate does not
change seasonally which makes our regular
rate an even better value all year.

What we do to keep rates low
Given our primary objective stated earlier,
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what do we actually do to keep our rates
low? The first, and most important step, is
to participate with our sister cooperatives
in PA when purchasing power. We combine
our needs with theirs and as a result can
get much better prices than if we tried to
go it alone.

Next, we are using system automation to
control operational costs. You have seen
this with our automatic meter reading and
remote load management systems.

Part of load management is load control.
You’ll hear more about this in the coming
months. This system allows us to temporar-
ily interrupt power to specific equipment
when our demand for energy is at its peak.
By “shedding” load, we are able to avoid
purchasing higher priced power. A nice
side benefit is that shedding load reduces
the amount of power generated and the
associated carbon emissions.

Rate pressures

Electricity has enjoyed a relatively stable
price level in recent years and our rates are
expected to remain constant for the next
two years. However, there are enormous
pressures on electric rates, pressures that

going to leave a lasting impression. Take
some time and make sure the only thing
cut this season is wood. The following is
from the Cooperative Extension Service
in the great American Midwest.

Read the instruction manual that came
with your saw. (Yeah, I hate to do it too
but you can save some heart ache later.)
Your manual describes how to mount the
guide bar and chain, how to mix the fuel
and lubricate the saw, and how to start it.
Most chain saws are designed to operate
the throttle with the right index finger;
the left-handed person who tries to con-
trol the throttle with the left index finger
will have a limited amount of the front
handlebar to grasp comfortably and safe-
ly, and the chain will be running closer to
the body. This is a more hazardous posi-
tion for inexperienced operators.

Some models have a hand guard that
also operates a chain brake, a safety fea-
ture that promptly stops the chain from
running when the mechanism is
tripped. Learn how to shut off the
saw instinctively without looking for
the switch. You can ask the dealer
about these points. Ask him to
demonstrate the saw.

PRECAUTIONS
Protective Clothing [

A hard hat is recommend- J
ed, and goggles will protect _
your eyes against flying splin-
ters and chips. Because a power
saw is noisy, you should wear

hearing protectors. (Enter the gadget
guy! This is your opportunity to go geek
with the chain saw! I use a Stihl so I went
to their site for some protective gear.
http://www.stihlusa.com/apparel/protect_
helmet.html The helmet pictured is what
I'm talkin’ about!) Leather gloves, hard-
toe shoes, and timber chaps would help
protect limbs that might come into con-
tact with the chain. Do not wear slippery
shoes or baggy clothing that could catch
in the brush and cause you to fall; always
watch your footing while working in the
woods. (I recommend never cutting
alone. Be sure someone is nearby in case
of a mishap.)

Refueling

Taking the same precautions that you
would with your gasoline-powered lawn-
mower, stop the engine and do not smoke
when refueling your chain saw. Do not
spill gas on a hot engine. Use a filtering

: funnel or a gas can with a
flexible hose to fill the fuel
tank. Do not start the saw
where you refuel it, and be
extra cautious of fire during
dry weather.

Carrying the Saw

Shut off the saw when carry-
ing it from one tree to the next
if working conditions are
hazardous - heavy brush,
slippery ground surface,

or steep slopes. Carry
™ the saw with the guide

bar pointing to the rear, or point the bar
to the front if you are going downhill.

First Aid

Even if you do not need an assistant,
someone should be with you in case of an
accident. Have the telephone number
and address of the nearest emergency
unit, and always carry a first-aid kit when
you work in the woods. If someone is cut,
cover the wound with a clean cloth and
press hard to stop the flow of blood. Get
the injured person to a doctor or hospital
immediately.
